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ED MAZRIA

ARCHITECTURE 2030

Nationally recognized Santa Fe architect Ed Mazria will visit Seattle this spring to promote his plan to combat global warming through more stringent green building and energy efficiency requirements. Mazria will speak Wednesday, April 25, 2007 at 5:30 pm at the Seattle Center, Pavillion A.  Doors open at 5:00 sharp.  Tickets are $25 for general admission, $15 for students and Emerging Green Builders.

Mazria’s plan – known as Architecture 2030 - was adopted last December by the American Institute of Architects (AIA) and in June by the U.S. Council of Mayors. The plan aims to reach zero emissions for building operations by 2030.

Mazria is a senior principal at Mazria Odems Dzurec in Santa Fe. He is the well-known author of the architecture classic, The Passive Solar Energy Book, as well as senior analyst for the Southwest Climate Council and adjunct professor at the University of New Mexico. He speaks nationally and internationally on the subject of climate change and architecture.

Some of the tactics outlined in his Architecture 2030 plan include:

· All new buildings and developments are to be designed immediately to use half the fossil fuel energy they would typically consume.

· An equal amount of existing building area is to be renovated annually to use half the amount of fossil fuel energy they are currently consuming (through design,

· purchase of renewable energy and/or the application of renewable technologies).

· The fossil fuel reduction standard for all new buildings is to be increased to: 60% in

· 2010, 70% in 2015, 80% in 2020, 90% in 2025, and carbon-neutral by 2030 (using no

· fossil fuel greenhouse gas emitting energy to operate).

Following Ed’s keynote is a two-day conference which will attract the leading minds working to mitigate climate change and create a path to Living Buildings.  Inspirational and visionary participants will include:

Jason F. McLennan, CEO Cascadia Region Green Building Council; Bob Berkebile, BNIM Architects; Kevin Hydes, World Green Building Council; along with invited guests: Rick Fedrizzi, US Green Building Council, Thomas Mueller, Canada Green Building Council and many more. 

The event is being presented by The Cascadia Region Green Building Council and the AIA Committee on the Environment in collaboration with the City of Seattle’s Urban Sustainability Forum.
