What is the Emerging Green Builders (EGB)?

How do I become a LEED AP? 

· To become a LEED Accredited Professional (people are accredited, buildings are certified) you must pass the LEED AP exam, a multiple choice exam that tests you on your LEED knowledge of the rating system, processes and documentation.
