Bio for Stephen Aiguier

Stephen Aiguier is the founder and President of Green Hammer, a Portland-based residential design and build firm committed to advancing the highest standards for green building.  Established in 2002, Green Hammer is dedicated to incorporating natural, local, low carbon, and non-toxic materials while utilizing the most advanced energy and water conservation systems and techniques available.  In 2009, of the six homes built by Green Hammer five were certified LEED-H platinum and one LEED-H gold.  Stephen, a certified Passive House (PH) consultant, oversees Green Hammer’s energy consulting and home performance division focused on diagnostic testing, modeling and optimizing energy performance for every Green Hammer project.  In 2008, Stephen spear headed Green Hammer’s move to become the first and only Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) Chain of Custody (COC) certified builder in the United States and obtained this goal in early 2009.  In 2004 Stephen started Urban TimberWorks (UTW) an FSC certified small milling operation that collects and mills logs salvaged from the Portland metro area.  Since its founding in 2004 UTW has provided Green Hammer and other local builders with over one hundred thousand board feet of wood products salvaged from urban logs otherwise destined for the landfill or wood chipper.  In 2005 he co-founded the Build Local Alliance as a forum for connecting local forest stewards practicing FSC certified forestry to builders and architects in the Portland region.  Since 2007 Stephen has been elected three times to serve as Board Chair for the Western Columbia Chapter of the Northwest Ecobuilding Guild.
