Position Duties
Join Seattle’s City Green Building team and work collaboratively with City staff, as well as private sector developers, design professionals and contractors. Focus on components of the Mayor’s Climate Action Plan specific to green building, energy efficiency, and natural gas conservation. Position will have two major areas of responsibility: support green building for City-funded capital improvement projects (CIP); and, provide technical assistance to permit applicants on energy efficiency, natural gas conservation, and reduced climate impacts related to development projects. Position will develop, coordinate and implement green building programs and services that support the City’s Sustainable Building Policy, Mayor’s Environmental Priorities, and resource conservation programs and activities. Typical decisions involve identification of appropriate partners and stakeholders, development of strategic plans and work plans, integration and understanding of technical data and coordination of project implementation. A high level of contact and collaboration with others is involved, including with City CIP project managers, permit applicants, DPD planning and building permit reviewer staff, and representatives of Seattle City Light, Seattle Public Utilities, and the Office of Sustainability and Environment. Contact with industry organizations, utilities, professional firms and non-profits with similar interests in pursuing green building and resource conservation within government. Make frequent presentations to other departments and at local and regional forums.

NOTE: Funding is in place for a full time position for one year. After one year, funding is available for only half-time (20 hours) with potential to grow to full-time.
